Think About It

One-One-One Rule Dropping Rule Changing Rules

If the base word is 1 
syllable and ends with
•1 vowel
•1 consonant

DOUBLE the final 
consonant and then 
add -ed.

hug + g+ ed = hugged

If the base word ends 
with a silent “e,” drop 
the “e” and then add -
ed.

bake + ed = baked

If the base word ends 
with “y,” change the “y” 
to “i” and then add -ed.

carry + i +ed =carried

verb add -ed

snap
